After the last ESM meeting in Budapest 2008, the European Society of Microcirculation will convene together with the German Society of Microcirculation and Vascular Biology in a Joint meeting which will take place in Munich. The format of the meeting will consist of:

· Young Investigator Symposium 

· Trade Exhibition

Format of the main scientific programme:

The main meeting will run from Thursday evening until Sunday noon (October, 13-16, 2011). Parallel symposia will be held in the mornings, whereas afternoons are reserved for free oral communications and poster sessions. 

Symposia topics may be proposed under the following broad themes:
· Signalling within the vascular wall 

Cell contacts and communication in the vasculature in health and disease 

Imaging of the microvasculature
· Inflammation 

Mechanisms of cellular trafficking via the vasculature

Atherosclerosis and the vessel wall 

Glycosylation and leukocyte trafficking

Nanoparticles in the microvasculature
· Mechanisms of angioadaptation 

Angiogenesis/arteriogenesis, blood vessel differentiation 

Reaction to vascular stress 

Stem cells in vascular biology 

Vascular biology during development

· Pericyte biology 

· Haemostasis and thrombosis 

· Ischemia/reperfusion
· Microlymphatics 
· Vascular biology of the CNS
· Pulmonary microcirculation

Some of the themes listed above will certainly attract many proposals, and thus may generate more than one symposium. However, the intention is to cover as many microcirculation relevant fields as possible.

How are Symposia chosen, selected and organized?

The Scientific Programme Committee is now inviting scientists working in the field of Microcirculation and Vascular Biology to submit their proposals. It is most likely that the number of proposals will exceed the capacity we can host during this Joint International Meeting. Therefore a selection has to be made, and each symposium has to be judged for its scientific excellence, and at the same time has to cover aspects of microcirculatory research and vascular biology.

Call for proposals:

In order to start the process of organizing the symposia, the Scientific Programme Committee is inviting scientists in the field of microcirculation and vascular biology to forward suggestions for symposia and speakers (max of 5 speakers for a 2 ½  h symposium). Proponents should check whether the suggested speakers are available at the time of the meeting. In order to be within the time schedule given below, the proposals should arrive the Scientific Programme Committee not later than September 20, 2010.
